Astrologers are often asked, "Which sun sign is best for me?"  If only it were that simple; we’re 
far too complicated to be divided neatly into 12 signs.  There are many facets to a birth chart - not 
to mention social conditions such as culture, religion, family, education, status, etc.   
 
Although the Sun sign is not the only factor, it gives astrologers a sneak peek into ego and 
individuality.  
 
Astrologers also look at the element combination (fire, earth, air, water).  Some elements 
naturally work well together, while others are more of a challenge (but not impossible).   
 
No matter whom you’ve chosen - whether it’s a case of an easy familiarity; or opposites attract - 
understanding and tolerance of your differences and habits is the secret for a satisfying 
relationship. 
 
To use this table:  find your sun sign on the left hand column, then your love interest’s sun sign 
on the top column.  Follow each column to the point where they meet.  This is your Relationship 
Number, scroll down to read your sun sign match.

1. Aries-Aries (Fire-Fire) “The Flamethrower” 
Together you light up a room.  Passionate clinches alternate with heated arguments.  Could be 
you’re both just here for the experience and this burns out almost as quickly as it starts.  
Impatient jostling to be in front is a problem, as you’re both pretty self-absorbed.  But if you think 
you’ve found the one and want it to last till you’re old and grey, learn to compromise, and count to 
ten – slowly – before you react.  Remember your partner has the same buttons that can be 
pushed; only use in an emergency! 
 
2. Aries-Taurus (Fire-Earth) “The Steamroller”  
Strong attraction (tantalising Taurus lures in ardent Aries) but long-term living needs adjustment.  
Aries is frustrated with Taurus’ slow progress; Taurus thinks Aries is unreliable.  In nature, earth 
puts out fire (Taurus can stifle Aries’ drive), but with some care, fire and earth create delicate 
translucent glass.  And a sturdy brick fireplace contains a steady fire that never goes out.  If Aries 
utilises Taurus’ practicality and Taurus harnesses Aries energy as a motivation to achieve, you 
can be a powerful couple. 
 



3. Aries-Gemini (Fire-Air) “The Loud Hailer” 
This is promising.  For a start, Aries has oodles of energy to keep up with Gemini’s whims and 
sudden changes in direction.  And Gemini is sufficiently distracted doing mental gymnastics to 
give Aries enough space.  Trouble brews when Aries longs for more action while Gemini gabs on 
the phone.  Gemini, in turn, would like Aries to listen more and think before leaping off on yet 
another venture.  Gemini broadens Aries’ mind and Aries stokes up Gemini’s latent lustiness.  
There are very few dull moments, with lots of adventures in store.  
 
4.   Aries-Cancer (Fire-Water) “The Hot Tub” 
A dynamic mix creating a bubbling cauldron of activity – or a damp mess.  You both need to be 
the Boss of something.  Aries wants to lead the way, carry heavy things; be the hero.  Cancer 
needs domestic rule over a happy family and comfort food - often ordered in - contrary to popular 
myth, not every Crab can cook!  The perfect recipe for continued contentment is Aries develops 
sensitivity and patience to avoid constant soakings by Cancer’s tears, and Cancer learns to 
release the pincers; letting Aries run on a longer leash. 
 
5. Aries-Leo (Fire-Fire) “The Smoking Gun” 

Thrilled 
Leo acquiesces; then demands spectacular displays of passion.  Exhausted yet?  Aries’ raw 
energy and Leo’s strong-hearted enthusiasm re-ignite each other to greater heights.  Of course 
there’s always the risk of runaway fires and total burnout.  Which could be why you’re great 
lovers, but not always that good at long and lasting.  If you’re passionately committed - and the 
timing’s right - let Leo provide the stamina and Aries the direction and you’re away!   
 
6. Aries-Virgo (Fire-Earth) “The Hotplate” 
There’s no earth-shattering initial attraction; it’s more like curiosity for an alien species!  Self-
assertive Aries meets modest Virgo.  Not much in common on the surface.  But a little application 
reveals the hidden pearl within the crusty oyster.  Virgo’s shy exterior hides a sensual side that 
Aries adores.  Aries learns from Virgo’s practicality to re-direct and control the wildfire.  Aries 
frees Virgo from drudgery and details, while Virgo helps Aries to meet those dreaded deadlines.  
Best of all, Aries is not floored by Virgo’s nitpicking; your healthy ego just won’t absorb it! 
 
7. Aries-Libra (Fire-Air) “The Flickering Flame”

and Libra hook up. Whatever irritates you about the other is that part of you that only comes out 
at night.  It takes courage to bare all! After the lust dies down, it’s a tug-of-war. Libra’s diplomatic 
compromising for strategy’s sake vs. Aries’ impatient impulsive reactions.  Seek balance between 
extremes of logic and passion for your love to burn true.   
 
8. Aries-Scorpio (Fire-Water) “The Nuclear Missile” 
You’ve met your match in naked ambition.  The entrepreneurial drive of Aries just loves Scorpio’s 
vast power resources.  And vice-versa.  Together you can build a glorious empire.  Holding in 
anger is what paralyses Scorpio.  Learn to wage battles quickly.  Kiss and make up - then move 
on!  Or you’ll be left behind choking on Aries’ dust.  Aries must learn to share nicely - hooking up 
with a Scorpio is an all or nothing experience.  Scorpio revels in the bright energy of Aries; Aries 
finds new depths while deliciously trapped in Scorpio’s web. 
 
9. Aries-Sagittarius (Fire-Fire)  “The Burning Arrow” 
Passion sizzles at first sight as you recognise a kindred free spirit.  You’re both notoriously loath 
to settle down until you’ve sown a whole plantation of wild oats.  If it’s a brief heady interlude 
you’re after, it’s a red-hot experience. If you’re hoping to finally surrender your single-dom, it’ll 
work only if you’re equally committed.  Aries drags Sagittarius off to the gym to work off the 
guzzled food and quaffed wine; Sagittarius inspires Aries with new philosophies.  Holidays are 
action-packed; Sagittarius finds the amusing locals, Aries signs up for every adventure available.  
 



10. Aries-Capricorn (Fire-Earth) “The Welding Torch” 
A strong initial physical attraction can degenerate into a parent-child relationship all too quickly.  
Aries becomes the bratty child, Capricorn the bossy parent.  It all started off so well, what went 
wrong?  What attracted you (Aries’ spontaneity, Capricorn’s responsibility) becomes your 
greatest irritation.  Yet there’s much you can learn from - and give to - each other.  To avoid 
spiralling in the same argument till you’re blue in the face, meet each other half way – as adults.  
Communicate as equals; take responsibility for your actions.  Not so hard after all! 
 
11.  Aries-Aquarius (Fire-Air) “The Electric Storm” 
Nothing sugary about this romance!  Home may be where the heart is, but you both need your 
space; Aquarius discovering, Aries conquering.  Aries enjoys Aquarius’ oddball approach, 
Aquarius admires Aries’ courage.  Aries is ‘more action less thought’; Aquarius is the exact 
opposite.  No wonder tempers flare when impatient Aries meets stubborn Aquarius!  If Aquarius 
learns from Aries’ heroism and takes a leap of faith, innovative ideas spout forth from vast mental 
reserves.  Then, actively combining Aries’ sheer grit and Aquarius’ brainwaves creates exciting 
experiences.  
 
12.  Aries-Pisces (Fire-Water) “The Pressure Cooker” 
How did you two meet?  You’re so different, you move in different galaxies, never mind circles.  
Pisces floats about dreamily; Aries tramples over illusions and wants results (what part of “NOW” 
didn’t you understand?).  Pisces feels personally wounded by the slings and arrows of the 
misfortunes of others, selflessly pouring soothing waters on troubled brows.  Aries is probably the 
one that pissed them off in the first place with an impatient act.  Why fight your diversity?  Use 
your strengths to balance each other’s weaknesses.  Compromise.   
 
13. Taurus-Taurus (Earth-Earth) “The Abacus”   
Get comfortable, you both like to mate for life.  And buy a house - you’ll need the space - Taurus 
types need many possessions to feel secure.  Eventually, making the ‘mighty green buck’ the 
centre of your couple universe gets to be heavy going (and boring).  Re-discover the pleasures of 
all five senses.  Eat, drink, make merry - your combined sensuality makes the earth move – 
often!  You’re both slow to change, so consciously keep motivated.  Exploring fresh pastures 
keeps you contentedly chewing the sweeter cud together - well into old age.

18.  Taurus-Libra (Earth-Air) “The Lotus Flower”

sensual unsophisticated style ruffles Libra’s prettily preened exterior.  Libra charms and refines 
Taurus’ bull in a china shop attitude.

Libra beautifying the interiors; Taurus’ green-fingers growing luxurious exteriors.  Adjustment is 
needed to temper Taurus’ possessiveness and Libra’s romanticised search for the ideal partner.   
 
19.  Taurus-Scorpio (Earth-Water) “The Rock Pool” 
It’s like falling in love with your reflection. The primal pull to get up close and personal is mouth-
watering.  Dive carefully into this bottomless pool; and you’ll meet every skeleton in the cupboard 
you’ve managed to avoid …. until now!  Magnetic Scorpio entices Taurus into a web of intensity; 
greedy Taurus wants to own Scorpio’s secrets.  Once committed, neither will let go (or forgive 
wrongs) easily – if ever!  Forge an everlasting bond; rather than a vengeful power struggle over 
assets.

20.  Taurus-Sagittarius (Earth-Fire) “The Picnic Basket”

abiding affection for good food – lots of it!  Sagittarius’ wandering gaze must be prepared for 
myopia; gazing only on Taurus’ beauteous face.

21.  Taurus-Capricorn (Earth-Earth) “The Sandcastle” 
Don’t you love it when a plan comes together?  Capricorn structures the blueprint; Taurus makes 
it reality.  Ambitious Capricorn turns on acquisitive Taurus; Taurus’ clever asset-building 
captivates Capricorn. Very practical; so what about the romance?  It’s not a fireworks type of 
love; but you crave physical contact; keeping it smoulderingly intimate.  Slight snags if Capricorn 
is a bossy old goat, wanting Taurus to move faster; when the obstinate Bull won’t be budged.  
Sharing common goals and recognizing the value of your differences eases occasional tussles.  
 
22.  Taurus-Aquarius (Earth-Air) “The Earthquake” 
There’s exciting chemistry here.  Nothing shakes up Taurus like Aquarius’ unexpected lightning 
strikes of eccentricity.  And Aquarius loves getting rumpled up in Taurus’ lustiness.  It’s the 
classical marriage of heaven and earth, and all’s rosy on the horizon.  Until you disagree.  You 
both have strong opinions!  For peacekeeping: compromise in the areas of little importance that 
you always seem to get stuck on.  Agree to disagree on the rest.  You’re not fly-by-night types; so 
it’s worth working on getting it right if you’re here for the whole enchilada.

Pisces should tap into Taurus’ practicality to help you create lasting 
miracles; Taurus dives into Pisces’ unstructured world to embrace new forms and a different 
perspective on making changes.  
 



24.  Gemini-Gemini (Air-Air) “The Wind Chimes” 
Listen up!  You both have a lot to say - but learn to exercise ears as well as vocal cords.  Don’t 
waste the jewels of mental insight that can feed inquisitive minds.  Keep the two-way 
communication channel open and buzzing.  Together you flit over responsibility-laden fields 
without a care.  Get more serious – without losing your curiosity for life (eternal youth elixir).  
Envision your future - while taking care of present needs.  Yes, dreaded suburbia.  But wherever 
you are, it’s never boring; and you throw the best parties in the neighbourhood! 
 
25.  Gemini-Cancer (Air-Water) “The Beach Party” 
This relationship is a bit like a stand-up comedian who hasn’t left home.  Gemini’s flippancy with 
romantic matters reads like irresponsible detachment to Cancer.  And Cancer’s sentimental links 
to the past are an eternal mystery to Gemini.

26.  Gemini-Leo (Air-Fire) “The Flame Juggler” 
Magical attraction becomes a mutual admiration society.  Leo delights in Gemini’s flirtatious 
humour and is intrigued by your multi-layered personality.  Gemini’s enjoys Leo’s generous, 
warm nature.  Both adore socialising, silly jokes and fast cars.  Your home is an impressive, yet 
welcoming playground.  A good elemental mix; fire stirs up air; air feeds the flames of creativity.  
Balance between Leo’s inflexibility and Gemini’s inconsistency – you can learn from each other.  
A blend of mental agility and courageous passion, it’s one of the grand old-fashioned romances. 
 
27.  Gemini-Virgo (Air-Earth) “The Microphone” 
This is one of those that shouldn’t really work, but can.  Shared mercurial energy arouses a high-
wire tension kind of attraction.  You’ve got a lot to talk about; in fact it’s difficult for anyone to get 
a word in with you two around!  Gemini is an ideal sounding board for Virgo’s nagging 
insecurities and criticism; Virgo brings skilful practicality to Gemini’s myriad musings.  Problems 
arise when Virgo wants more physical loving and Gemini’s only talking dirty.

28. Gemini-Libra (Air-Air) “The Hummingbird”

love of debate, interaction and exchanging thoughts.  Gemini conjures up the ideas; Libra 
strategizes and negotiates the deal.  You both have the tendency to live with your head in the 
clouds.  This is great for private blissful moments.  But be aware of the need to get good financial 
advice and work hard to live your notions in reality.  Or you’ll leave a jet-stream trail of unfinished 
projects, what-if’s and if-only’s in your charming wake.       
 
29. Gemini-Scorpio (Air-Water) “The Dragonfly” 
Watch the flying insect near water. Mesmerised by the sparkling promise of what lies beneath the 
reflection, unsuspectingly close to total submersion - even death.  That’s the attraction of nimble 
Gemini to Scorpio’s magnetic depth.

Capricorn finds Gemini’s pranks tediously childish; Gemini thinks Capricorn is a fuddy-duddy 
authoritarian.  Gemini lifts Capricorn’s cape of respectability and pokes fun at knobbly knees; 

What you do 
share, is a well-developed sense of humour.  If you’re determined to master; learn the gentle art 
of compromise..   
 
32.  Gemini-Aquarius (Air-Air) “The Wind Tunnel”

together of ingenuity and innovation.  So much so, that it’s extremely enticing to neglect the 
physical expression of attraction and focus on the mental turn-on.

37.  Cancer-Libra (Water-Air) “The Stately Home” 
Your home could be featured in a magazine; your kids are beautifully dressed. Cancer wants to 
beat some emotional response out of Libra; Libra feels flooded by Cancer’s soggy weeping 
sessions.  Yes, there are contrasts.  Because although you share a strong drive to achieve; 
you’re the human embodiment of EQ and IQ.  Emotional vs. Intellectual intelligence.  Each one 
wants to win.  Before your designer home becomes a war zone, some advice:  Cancer, stop 
taking it all personally; Libra, be less of a spectator.  Now you can get down to business! 
 



38.  Cancer-Scorpio (Water-Water) “The Secret Lagoon”  
This has the potential to be a biggie.  Get out of your shells and take the plunge naked of all 
defence mechanisms.  That’s both of you - Scorpion and Crab.  Learn to trust each other and 
expose your soft inner core to make this swim in the lake of love worthwhile.   OK, now that the 
painful part’s over (and you’ve both survived) relax and enjoy the best part of togetherness;

Jealousy is a many-headed monster; Sagittarius playing free and easy, Cancer checking 
credit card slips.  You have a chance if Cancer gets familiar with travelling with your home (and 
emotional security) on your back and Sagittarius gets some tact and monogamy. 
 
40.  Cancer-Capricorn (Water-Earth) “The Sandcastle”
